They shall be like a shrub in the desert, 
and shall not see when relief comes. 

They shall live in the parched places of the wilderness, 
in an uninhabited salt land. 

Blessed are those who trust in the LORD, 
whose trust is the LORD. 

They shall be like a tree planted by water, 
sending out its roots by the stream. 

It shall not fear when heat comes, 
and its leaves shall stay green; 

in the year of drought it is not anxious, 
and it does not cease to bear fruit.

who can understand it?

The New Testament: 1 Corinthians 15:12-20 

Now if Christ is proclaimed as raised from the dead, how can some 

of you say there is no resurrection of the dead? If there is no 

resurrection of the dead, then Christ has not been raised; and if 

Christ has not been raised, then our proclamation has been in vain 

and your faith has been in vain. We are even found to be 

misrepresenting God, because we testified of God that he raised 

Christ--whom he did not raise if it is true that the dead are not 

raised. For if the dead are not raised, then Christ has not been 



raised. If Christ has not been raised, your faith is futile and you are 

still in your sins. Then those also who have died in Christ have 

perished. If for this life only we have hoped in Christ, we are of all 

people most to be pitied. 

But in fact Christ has been raised from the dead, the first fruits of 

those who have died.

And all in 

the crowd were trying to touch him, for power came out from him 

and healed all of them. 

Then he looked up at his disciples and said:
